2. Student progress and achievement (Vocational 
Development)

3. Pre-Collegiate Improvement (Basic Skills/ESL)

4. Participation Rates (Enrollment)

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Notable weaknesses of ARCC:

o Relies on MIS reporting data that has errors in its coding.

o Does not address racial equity or gender equity as a goal.

o Does not recognize there are 9 steps to success from 
registration to graduation.

o Provides analysis of 56 of the 60 courses below college 
level.  And yet, the four missing courses are where the 
majority of SJCC and EVC students place.
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How might accountability reporting 
be useful to a College/District?
