Biggest risk!

Workload loss 889 FTES, $4.1M, 6.4% 

State “redirection” of $341M property taxes 
backfilled by RDA 

Districts held harmless for $201M – trailer bill 
At risk $140M system 
Potential deficits $1.9M to SJECCD 
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Tax failure = Basic Aid? 

$4.1M cut is “offset” by  

Excess student fees & property tax base 
– above “entitlement” 

Mitigates deficit, mitigates RDA backfill, 
mitigates workload reduction 

Calculated “downside risk” $1.7M 

Assumes zero property tax growth 
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Depends on tax measure 4% restoration?

$2.5M 2012-13 rebalancing one-timers go 
away – new deficit 

OPEB debt service increase $1.1M 

Health & Welfare, other increases, new deficit

State budget picture 

Very uncertain 

Very changeable 

Our status depends on tax measure and 
AV growth 
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2011-12: Should finish above 7% 

2012-13: All about tax measure and Basic Aid, 
balanced now, $1.7M at risk 

2013-14: Compounding effect of tax measure, 
Basis Aid & one-time cuts reoccurring, OPEB, 
Health & Welfare, likely very challenging! 
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
